MARCO TEORICO

¢Qué es una leyenda?

Se define a la leyenda como un relato folclérico con bases histéricas donde se van modificando
detalles y que se cuenta de boca en boca hasta que llega a ser escrito (de la Oralidad a la
Escritura). Contrariamente al mito, que se ocupa de dioses y origenes, la leyenda, se ocupa de
hombres que representan “arquetipos”, personas excepcionales que resaltan como el del héroe o
el anciano sabio, como se aprecia por ejemplo en las leyendas heroicas griegas (lliada y Odisea) y
en las arturicas (Rey Arturo).
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¢Quién fue Robin Hood?

Robin Hood fue un forajido del folclore inglés medieval. De gran corazon, vivia fuera de la ley,
escondido en los bosques de Sherwood y Barnsdale, cerca de la ciudad de Nottingham. Dicen que
fue el mejor arquero y un defensor de los pobres y oprimidos. Segun la leyenda luchaba contra el
sheriff de Nottingham y el principe Juan sin Tierra, que utilizaban la fuerza publica para acaparar
ilegitimamente las riquezas de los nobles que se les oponian y también a los pobres. En la
Inglaterra medieval, todo individuo que se oponia a las érdenes reales era considerado forajido.

Los datos histéricos arrojan como posibles personajes en los que se habria inspirado la leyenda a
algunos nobles rebeldes. También a simples hombres de pueblo. Entre el reinado de Juan, rey de
Inglaterra entre 1199y 1216, y la aparicién de las primeras baladas en el siglo XV, parece haber
registros de una decena de bandidos que usaron el apelativo de “Robin Hood"”, al punto de que los
historiadores creen que era la forma en que se denominaba genéricamente a los bandoleros de los
bosques. En el siglo XVIII, el doctor William Stukeley atribuyd la personalidad de Robin Hood al
noble Robert de Kyme, quien vivié entre 1210y 1286.
